Sanballat, and Tobiah, and Geshem the Arabian, and
the rest of our enemies, (heathen tribes; enemies of the
Jews) heard that | had builded the wall, and that there
was no breach left therein; (though at that time | had not
set up the doors upon the gates)That Sanballat and
Geshem sent unto me, saying, Come, let us meet together
in some one of the villages in the plain of Ono. But they
thought to do me mischief.”

Ok, Nehemiah had some discernment, didn’t he? Here we see
that these enemies had different things in mind:

1. A Conference for COMPROMISE — A False Pretense
(a meeting for discussion)

Get this clear on your head. The enemies of Yah’s work are
always looking for a way to discredited it, to hinder it in
some way. They will follow force strategies to hinder Yah’s
work.

four strategies that Satan uses today to stop or delay the
work of Yahweh in building character.

The enemies of Nehemiah wanted to bring him under their
power, so they could either kill him or imprison him. Today,
this may not be the case physically speaking, so we must
look at this also from the spiritual angle.

How do they kill you?¢ Well, they will just try to kill your
faith, distract you in various ways, get you away from your
work to avoid being accomplished or perfected. How can
they imprison you¢ Well, they can entice you to commit sin,
and then you will be imprisoned in the bondage of sin. Yah’s
people do not accept attending to conferences and
meetings for doing COMPROMISES under false pretenses.

“Yet they sent unto me four times after this sort; and |
answered them after the same manner. Then sent Sanballat
his servant unto me in like manner the fifth time with an open
letter in his hand.”

Comment: Now, understand this. Satan emissaries are very
determined. They did not give up on one try. Four times they

tried to get him into this conference or meeting and each time

Nehemiah refused saying, “l don’t have time, | have a great

work to do and to finish.” Nehemiah knew what they were
trying to do, the Holy Spirit had enlightened him, you see.
Today, we must be very attentive to the voice of Yah and do
not fall under any false pretenses or negotiations that will
hinder or delay the work of Yah.

This
principle was true in Nehemiah’s case.

Let’s continue with the second strategy of Satan and his emissaries,
which can be seen in Nehemiah 6:3-5 and 6-7, thru a letter.

2. Correspondence for COUNSEL — A False Report
(an open letter)

Nehemiah 6:6-7 = “Wherein was written, It is reported among
the heathen, and Gashmu saith it, that thou and the Jews think to
rebel: for which cause thou buildest the wall, that thou mayest be
their king, according to these words. And thou hast also appointed
prophets to preach of thee at Jerusalem, saying, There is a king in
Judah: and now shall it be reported to the king according to these
words. Come now therefore and let us take counsel together.”

But let’s see what Nehemiah say to this, in verse eight:
“Then | sent to him, saying, “No such things as you say
are being done, but you invent them in your own heart.”
In other words, such things that you are saying have
been done have not been done but you are inventing
them in your own mind. Nehemiah did not submit to the
temptation to have rational or irrational fear.

First, we have a conference invitation. Now we have the
strategy of Satan getting a little bit stronger, bringing a
false report seeking to cause alarm. Seeking to get
Nehemiah to leave the job long enough, fearing that
there will be an uprising, or that the ruler would bring
certain issues to bear upon Nehemiah. No! Nehemiah
knows the Promise of Yah. The promise of Yah is, “you
will be protected as long as you are doing the will of
the Father. So, he did not flinch from his work. Therefore,
he didn’t hesitate to continue doing progress on his work.

You see, there was a possibility that the people would
be afraid and cease their labors, and so Nehemiah had
to be all the stronger. How many times is it that the
Apostle had to do the work. How many times do the
people falter and get slack and fear and get
discouraged and get weird, weary in the heat of the
day?, but Nehemiah said “oh, Father strengthen my
hands.” And as they look Nehemiah strength they are
encouraged, and the work goes forward.

fifth day of Elul, in fifty-two days. And it happened,
when all our enemies heard of it, and all the nations
around us saw these things, that they were very
disheartened in their own eyes; for they perceived that
this work was done by our God.

“Also, in those days the nobles of Judah sent many
letters to Tobiah, and the letters of Tobiah came to them.
For many in Judah were pledged to him, because he was
the son-in-law of Shechaniah the son of Arah, and his
son Jehohanan had married the daughter of Meshullam
the son of Berechiah. Also, they reported his good deeds
before me, and reported my words to him. Tobiah sent
letters to frighten me.”

The fourth strategy of Satan was a confederacy of
betrayal — A False Loyalty (through intermarriages with
the heathen).

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_/ Let’s look at some inspired commentary on verse 17 and

following verses on Patriacts and Kings:

““The nobles of Judah sent many letters unto Tobiah and the
letters of Tobiah came unto them. For there were many in Judah
sworn unto Him, because he was the son-in-law of Shechaniah”.
Here are seen the evil results of intermarriage with idolaters. A
family in Judah had become connected with the enemies of
God, and the relation had proved a snare. Many others had
done the same. These, like the mixed multitude that came up
with Israel from Egypt, were a source of constant trouble. They
were not wholehearted in Yah’s service; and when Yah’s work
demanded a sacrifice, they were ready to violate their solemn
oath of co-operation and support.
